Since humor research encompasses a variety of disciplines, we 
welcome theoretical and methodological approaches from any of 

these disciplines, thereby including the humanities, as well as the 
social and cognitive sciences. Examples include, among others, 
philosophy, anthropology, cultural studies, linguistics, media and 
communication studies, psychology, neuroscience, and computer 
science. Mutual intelligibility of studies across these various 
domains is a goal to be pursued within the series. 
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
